Newcomer Programs
& Services

Immigrant Adaptation & Settlement Program

Making your way in a new country can be
overwhelming at times. VWAT Family Services

provides support and guidance to newcomers
through the Immigrant Settlement and
Adaptation Program (ISAP), funded by
Immigration, Refugees and Citizenship Canada
(IRCC, formerly CIC). Through this program,
VWAT Settlement Workers have served 3462
visits from newcomer clients this reporting year,
providing services that range from employment
and education to family entertainment and
navigating the city. Settlement Workers provide
solution-focused counselling to encourage and
support newcomers in not only settling in their
new home, but thriving in it.

Pre-Arrival Service

VWAT’s Pre-Arrival Services connect soon-to-
be immigrants with Settlement Workers to help
them prepare for arrival in Canada and make
their settlement and integration easier and
faster. Clients receive important information
through email, telephone and webinars on
landing procedures at the airport, instructions
on completing important documentation (PR,
SIN, OHIP) and what documents to bring with
them when they arrive. They also receive an
overview of living in Canada (weather, choosing
areas to live), how to choose schooling for
their children, employment and re-education
options such as labor market research, resume
preparation and choosing a career path.
Through our Pre-Arrival Services, VWAT has
assisted 52 clients in preparing to make Canada
their new home.

Proud to be Canadian Workshop

The Canadian Citizenship Test is the last step

before becoming a Canadian citizen and
extremely nerve-racking for newcomers with

limited English. The Proud to be Canadian
workshops have been designed around the
“Discover Canada” study guide produced by IRCC
(formerly CIC) to assist newcomers in preparing
for the written and interview test. During this
reporting year, 239 clients took part in 47
workshops, to prepare for their citizenship test
and build pride and confidence in themselves as
new Canadians.

English Conversation Class

“The series of workshops “Proud to be
Canadian” and “English Conversation Class” do not
only help me considerably improve my English and my
knowledge about Canada but also gain confidence
to acquire a citizenship and participate in
Canadian society.”

For newcomers, learning a new language can be one of the most challenging parts of arriving in a
new country, yet it is one of the most important steps to opening the door to their new world. The

English language can be the biggest barrier in employment, education and citizenship, not to
mention the adaptation and integration in this new country. The English Class features conversation

lessons taught in both Vietnamese and English to strengthen language skills and build confidence
in the participants’ abilities. The class’s culturally sensitive approach forms a welcoming
environment for newcomers and oldcomers alike, who would like a little language help. Last
year 25 students improved their English skills through the English Converstion Class.

Seniors Programs

& Services

VWAT Seniors Program is a great place for seniors to meet new people, learn new activities,
connect to resources in the community and volunteer together to build a stronger community.
The Seniors Group has been in full swing this reporting year with 3 different programs:

The “From My Head Tomatoes (To-my-toes)” program,
funded by the Ontario Seniors Secretariat, combined an
exercise program twice a week in the VWAT office
delivered by Davenport Perth Neighbourhood
Community Health Centre and monthly community
kitchen and healthy eating workshops at FoodShare. In
total, 93 seniors took part in the program, where seniors
came together to exercise and cook healthy Vietnamese
recipes, while learning to eat healthy and be safe in the
kitchen.

The “Senior’s Outreach Program for Home Support” was
funded by Woodgreen Community Services. Volunteers
were matched with community members (age 55 and up)
for home visits. Volunteers assisted the seniors with daily
tasks such as housework as well as accompanying clients
to hospital, doctors and other appointments to assist with
interpretation. In total 113 seniors benefitted from
services provided by 10 volunteers.

The “Youth Leadership Group” had 136 youth come out for workshops, community projects
and volunteering. Youth leaders, summer students, and community leaders worked
together to lead impact-making projects. From volunteering at the St. Felix Soup Kitchen to
networking at VWAT’s Career Panel, youth participants contributed to building each other’s
capacity for success.

The “Healthy Active Living Program” (H.A.L.P.)
runs once a week at George Harvey C.1., a space
achieved through the Toronto District School
Board’s Priority Schools Initiative. This year, 31
youths joined H.A.L.P. to come out, meet new
people, participate in various new sports and

learn about healthy living.

The “Newcomers’ Connection Club” (N.C.C.) runs once a week in partnership with George Harvey
C.I. The N.C.C. saw 31 George Harvey C.l. newcomers come together to form supportive
friendships while exploring Canadian culture through discussions, field trips and activities as well
as lots of practice for the International English-Language Test (I.E.L.T.s).

“Resiliency Through Identity” is the first program for
VWAT’s Youth that focuses on anti-oppression,
mental and sexual health. Funded by Toronto Public
Health, 53 youth group members participated in
weekly workshops and activities. In June 2016, the
Youth Group will host a two-day “Resiliency Through
Identity” retreat at the University of Toronto. During
the retreat, the VWAT Youth Group will become
Peer-Leaders to the 100 youth in attendance, passing

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In May 2015, the VWAT Youth Group participated in
“Across U-hubs 11" Annual City Mosaic”. The challenge
brings hundreds of people together in a friendly
competition across Toronto. The event was full of games,
challenges and numerous hidden corners to explore and
food to eat. It is designed to discover and appreciate the
multicultural City of Toronto and to develop a love for the
city. Registration for the event was $20 per person,
however the Youth Group’s homemade “Plushie Toy”
fundraising event was able to cover more than 50% of the
fee leaving just $6 per person for the Youth to pay from
their pocket.

Peer Leaders also took
part in World Diabetes Prevention Day in
November 2014, where they distributed
information material to visitors and assisted
them in taking the CANRISK Screening
Assessment.

The Diabetes Prevention Program, funded by the
Toronto Public Health, was a year long program
aimed at raising awareness of Type 2 Diabetes
and its prevention through healthy eating and
living an active lifestyle. Clients in the program
took part in Diabetes Prevention Education
workshops, Healthy Eating and Food Skills
workshops and a Physical Activity program.
Through partnerships with Calico Public School,
Driftwood Community Centre and Vietnamese
Alliance Church the Food skills workshops took
place in various community kitchens to allow the
clients to try new recipes they were learning.

During the program 2 “Diabetes Awareness” walks
were organized, to raise awareness of Diabetes
and promote Active Living.
