Cultural Mosaic)

It was in 1982 that VWAT was founded by the first wave of the Vietnamese refugees who escaped the oppressive Communist regime
in Vietnam. During the initial period in a new country, they encountered some difficulties but were never discouraged. They embarked
on learning, sharing the experience and together helping each other learn how to cope and integrate well into a new society and the
country that welcomed them, the so called “boat people”, with open arms.

They figured if they could share the experience and solutions with people of the same background about the many problems in
terms of language, culture and climate that were quite different in a new country then not only would they feel better but also be
able to overcome any obstacle in the future ahead. So a group of women volunteers together contributed money to rent an office
and took time to organize counselling sessions throughout the week to help them cope with the new life. Gradually, they got
recognition from the government with grants to supplement their financial need to continue with the operation.

Today, VWAT is embracing all ages, genders and races. And with the financial support from all levels of government, it offers help and
counselling in a variety of services covering a wide spectrum of social issues related to education, health and recreational activities for
the young and the elderly people.

The VWAT board members also participate in many cultural events together with other organizations in the Greater Toronto Area to
promote the cultural and historical significance such as the annual Tet Festival and the Yellow Flag Heritage, and Canada 150 of this
year.

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Newcomers Settlement Program / Chwong Trinh On Dinh Cho Tan Di Dan

Our Newcomers Settlement Program has been progressing well in providing information and orientation services to our clients so they
can make informed decisions and understand life in Canada during their settlement process.

By March 31, 2017 VWAT had provided 3,113 services to 653 clients. We referred our clients to workshops, classes, networking events
as a means for them to improve their social and professional networks. We also connected them with the community through
community events, and cultural celebrations, such as Christmas, New Year Celebration, Canada Day, and Mid-Autumn Festival to
ultimately achieve a smooth settlement process, good adaptation, proudly contribute to Canada.

During the reporting period, 47 group sessions were conducted, including workshops, classes, and meetings providing up-to-date
information about labour market, possible career choices, and educational programs for children and adults, knowledge about Canada,
helping the clients improving their English and enhancing their social and professional networks. Our staff made friendly home visits
to newcomers in order to have more accurate assessments of their situation in a new country and to be able to provide timely support.
Our goal is to shorten the settlement process and make it as smooth as possible. Many of our clients have by now well settled into
their new homes, and happy with their employment.

VWAT Services are easily accessed in person, by phone and email, from anywhere in Toronto or outside of the province of Ontario.
Since April 2016, we have welcome 67 new clients accessing our services from other cities and provinces as far as New Brunswick and
Manitoba. We optimized the support from the well settled community members by turning them into our clients’ mentors, in Toronto
as well as in other provinces. We have built a network of more than 100 members in which the majority are newcomers who are
strongly connected to one another and sharing their own unique experience, lessons, and knowledge.
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VWAT has been a well-established agency providing settlement services and served the
community in Toronto for almost 35 years. We are hoping to use this experience to start
offering settlement services to other ethnic groups in this area. In March 2017, we added
Spanish to our language of services and are looking forward to the year 2017-2018 with a full
range of services in English, Vietnamese and Spanish.

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SENIORS PROGRAMS & SERVICES

We received the Seniors Community Grant from The Ontario Seniors’ Secretariat that funded activities from July 2016 to March 2017.
Our seniors went on group field trips to visit the stunning Allen Gardens and participated on a tour at the Art Gallery of Ontario.

We continued our weekly Fitness classes on Tuesday and Friday mornings where we introduced new physical activities such as Integral
Taichi and line dancing. We gratefully acknowledge the financial support of the Diverse and Vulnerable Seniors Grant from Woodgreen
Community Services. This grant provided funding for our interpretation and accompaniment services to 58 seniors for hospital visits.

We also referred 38 seniors to free dental care with Toronto Public Health and successful helped seniors acquire TTC wheel-trans.
Throughout the year we ran 14 engaging workshops on health that also served as opportunities for seniors in the community to learn
more about how to take care of themselves and to learn from each other.
