From the success that we made last year, our program continues to bring 3,392 one-on-one services
to 645 newcomer clients.

75 % of our clients are in working age in which almost 60% came to Canada under economic class and
36% under family class. Services provided to those clients include but not limited to one-on-one
counselling, referral to workshops, classes for information and to networking events to help them
improve their social and professional networks. We also connected them with the mainstream
community through multicultural events around the city to help them develop their sense of belonging.

In this reporting period, with partnership from other agencies and contribution from community
members, 46 group sessions with content built around employment, career, housing, legal information
and community engagement were organized. Facilitators were successful immigrants who wanted to
pay back in their own way, by sharing their knowledge and experience to help build a better and stronger
community.

Our strength lies in our ability to provide services in a friendly manner, helping a newcomer feel welcome
and at ease right at the first moment they
approach VWAT for services, even on the
phone or in person. We were also able to
motivate and connect newcomers together and
