the Investment in Youth Engagement Program &
Tutoring Program.

new life and fostering community development.
All this would not be possible without the
dedication of many dedicated volunteers,
members and staff who have contributed not
only their time and effort but also their financial
contribution.

In the year 2018, VWAT provided 3,753 services for
688 newcomers to Canada. VWAT has been fortunate
to receive funding from IRCC (Immigration, Refugee
and Citizenship Canada) to assist newcomers
increase their knowledge about Canada in order to
make informed decisions in various aspects of life in
Canada. This program has also helped newcomers
improve English and other life skills to function
and transition effectively into the Canadian Society.
Through this program, these clients were also able
to connect to the community of their own culture
and heritage, increase the sense of belonging and
help reduce the loneliness in Canada.

During the last 2 years, VWAT has been working
toward building an inclusive and multicultural office
environment by adding Spanish to its language
of service. VWAT has added more staff who can
speak another language other than English and
Vietnamese. In this reporting year, we welcomed

almost 150 clients who are not Vietnamese. These
clients came from more than 10 different countries,
of which almost 100 clients were newcomers
seeking for various settlement services at VWAT.
This represents 13% of our total clients. With this
success, we encourage our staff to work harder to
bring in a truly diverse clientele that we serve. We
are also aiming to achieve a 20% non-Vietnamese
speaking newcomers in our clientele by the end of
2020.

In addition to offering another language to our
services, VWAT has also actively partnered with other
agencies and participated in community meetings
aiming at building a welcoming environment for
immigrants.

The success of our program has been made with
generous support from our funders at different
government levels, volunteers and other community
members.

It is
intended to motivate and create opportunities
for youth to develop their leadership skills
and engage in and act on health issues within
Toronto. This year, the program focuses
on tobacco prevention and anti-smoking
campaign. VWAT Youth Group has grown from
15 volunteers to more than 40 volunteers that
came together to initiate smoking prevention
campaign with 70 participants, joined healthy
cooking workshops, and visited local park to
clean up butt litters.
